WHAT IS THE SAWTRY FOODBANK?

The Foodbank is a partnership between the Sawtry
Churches and CARESCO. Together we provide emergency
food for local people going through financial crisis.

In addition to providing emergency food, our volunteers
can also help with directing people towards other agencies
who could assist in finding longer term solutions.

HOW DOES IT WORK?

The weekly Foodbank session runs from 3.00pm to 4.00pm
on Fridays, with deliveries between 3pm and 5pm.

The Foodbank will provide enough food ‘basics’ for around
three days for those in time of crisis. Food parcels are
designed for emergencies and contain a small range of
‘must haves’ for those who could not get by without it.

Community agencies, including schools and support
organisations, are responsible for referring people they are
working with for support from the Foodbank using a
voucher system. The agencies send the vouchers direct to
the Foodbank team to request a parcel for the Friday
session.

HOW MUCH DOES IT COST?

There is no charge to use the Foodbank.
